Miss Starbase Q 2009 Pageant General Rules

· All completed and signed forms must be accompanied by $40 (cash, cashier’s check or money order) payable to Q, Inc.

· All contestants must be at least 21 years of age.

· All contestants must be all male with no silicone or surgical alterations to make them appear more feminine.

· Any contestants caught stealing or having involvement in any illegal activity (drugs, etc.) while at the pageant will be immediately disqualified.

· Contestants are free to consume alcoholic beverages; however, if the contestant gets intoxicated and becomes unprofessional, (s)he will be disqualified.

· Each contestant is allowed one assistant back stage.  If the contestant is found to have more than one person backstage, (s)he will be disqualified from the pageant.  All contestants and assistants MUST stay in the areas designated for them.  There is to be no contact between the contestants (and their assistants) and the judges or special entertainers while the contestant (and their assistant) is backstage.  Any contestant (or their assistant) found to be in unauthorized areas will be disqualified.

· All contestants are to bring EVERYTHING they need with them and take all their belongings when they leave.  Starbase Q will not be responsible for anything contestants leave behind or that is lost or stolen.  It is suggested that you bring your own make-up mirror and lighting.

· All contestants are to pick up their score sheets, music and winnings (if any) from CeCe Davenport following the pageant.

· All decisions made by the judge’s panel and pageant owner are FINAL.

Category Breakdown

REGISTRATION
· Each contestant must report to the club between 2:00pm and 3:00pm on the day of the pageant.  Only the contestant and one assistant will be allowed in the club at this time.  Any contestant NOT arriving by 3:00pm will be disqualified.
· Once the contestant has registered with the pageant owner, he will be assigned a dressing area where he can set up for the pageant.

· At 3:00pm, the contestants will draw numbers to see what order they will compete and have their Male Interview category. After their interview, contestants must leave the premises, but should return by 8:00pm.

· At 10:30pm, the pageant will begin with the Presentation category.  All contestants must be dressed and ready to go by 10:15pm.

· There will be 3 judges. Totals from each judge will be combined in each category.
CATEGORIES

MALE INTERVIEW
(50 points from each judge for a possible total of 150 points)

Contestants are to be ready for this category by 3:00pm.

Contestants are to be dressed in professional business attire.

During the male interview, the contestant will be asked several questions by the judges.

The following will be judged during the male interview:

PRESENTATION
(50 points from each judge for a possible total of 150 points)

Each contestant should be ready to go no later than 10:15pm on the evening of the pageant.  The pageant will begin promptly at 10:30pm.

The MC will present each contestant to the audience and the judges.  Contestants are to wear an outfit or costume that fits the Galactic theme. Creativity should be exercised for this category.

Each contestant will be introduced by the MC and then given the microphone to make a self-introduction and comment.

EVENING GOWN
(50 points from each judge for a possible total of 150 points)

Each contestant is to wear a gown that could be worn for a “classy” night out on the town.  Dress as though you were attending a very high-class ball.

ON STAGE QUESTION & ANSWER
(50 points from each judge for a possible total of 150 points)

After the contestant’s Evening Gown has been judged, the MC will ask the contestant to draw a question from a box.  The MC will read the question twice.  The contestant is to answer the question in les than one minute.

The following will be judged in this category:


-Public Speaking Skills

TALENT

(100 points from each judge for a possible total of 300 points)

Talent can be solo or group.  Please consider the size of stage in this matter.  Lip sync and live singing are permitted. (If you choose to have back-up performers, they will be allowed backstage two contestants prior to your performance but will not be re-admitted backstage afterwards.) 

All contestants are to remain on stage during their act.  If a contestant leaves the stage, a zero will be given for talent.

Contestants are not to accept tips during the competition.  Doing so will result in immediate disqualification.

Contestants are limited to 7 minutes for the talent portion of the pageant.  Anyone going over 7 minutes will be zero for talent.

Contestants are to have their music on a clean CD and labeled with track number and contestant’s name.  (It is a good idea to have an extra copy of your music just in case something goes wrong with the original CD.)

Contestants are allowed to have hand-held props and small set pieces if they choose to use them.

Contestants will be judged on the following for this category:


-Overall Entertainment Value


40 points


-Lip Sync/Knowing Words



30 points


-Body Movements/Dance



15 points


-Costumes/Hair/Make-up

CROWNING
Each contestant should have a crowning number ready on a labeled CD with track number and contestant’s name and indicated it is the crowning number.  This number will be submitted at the time talent music is collected so that everything will be ready to go when crowning is done.

Each contestant is to wear what ever she would need to wear for the crowning number she planned to do.

As soon as the winner is crowned, she will do the crowning number.  The winner will be able to collect tips during this number.

OTHER DETAILS

There are 300 points available from each judge for a combined total of 900.  The contestant who has the highest score win the pageant.  The judges’ decision is FINAL.  In the event of a tie, the pageant owner will create an additional On-Stage Question & Answer worth 50 points.

The winner of the pageant will win $100 in cash, a 13-inch Starburst crown, flowers and paid entry into the American Goddess preliminary to be held at Q on Sunday, April 26, 09.  The first runner-up will receive $50 in cash and flowers.  The second runner-up will receive flowers. 

The winner of Miss Starbase Q will be expected to do 4 bookings for Starbase Q throughout the year, and will be required to perform and hand down the crown at the Miss Starbase Q 2010 pageant.

In the event that Miss Starbase Q 2009 cannot live up to the expectations set forth in the pageant rules and regulations, she will be expected to step down and the first runner-up will take over for the remainder of the year.
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
